4. SITE DESCRIPTION

4.1. GENERAL SITE CHARACTER:

· Located within the flooding area fishpond complex, with occasionally developing rush and mud plant associations. Especially important for birds, so is proposed as Special Protected Area rather then SAC, but also including some important types of habitats, flora and fauna species. Between those are:
· 3 types of habitats listed on Annex I of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 10 species of bird listed on Annex I of Council directive 79/409/EEC;

· 1 species of animals listed on Annex II of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 10 species listed on international conventions (Annex IV of 92/43/ECC, Bern);

· 16 species of plants and animals protected in Poland by law or locally rare.

4.2. QUALITY AND IMPORTANCE:

The proposed site substantially contributes to the survival of many regionally threatened species, especially birds (listed in p. 3.3.). The site consists of some regionally important habitat types and contributes to high biodiversity ratio, especially in comparison to the surrounding areas.

The site area is directly influenced by the human activities. The fish farming methods are more and more intensive. The rush zone is permanently burned.
