4. SITE DESCRIPTION

4.1. GENERAL SITE CHARACTER:

· Odra river valley (flooding terrace), with ox-bows, rushes and artificial water reservoirs (gravel pits). Occurring here:

· 2 types of habitats listed on Annex I of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 5 species of bird listed on Annex I of Council directive 79/409/EEC;

· 4 regularly migratory birds not listed on Annex I;
· 11 species of plants and animals protected by law in Poland or locally rare.

4.2. QUALITY AND IMPORTANCE:

The proposed site substantially contributes to the survival of many regionally threatened species (listed in p. 3.3.). The site consists of some nationally and regionally important habitat types and contributes to high biodiversity ratio, especially in comparison to the surrounding areas.

4.3. VULNERABILITY:

The site area could be completely damaged due to dam construction (Racibórz water reservoir). Nowadays the area undergoes the gravel exploitation activity that causes some damages in vegetation and animal populations.
