4. SITE DESCRIPTION

4.1. GENERAL SITE CHARACTER:

Odra river valley with some broad-leaved forests patches, ox-bows, wet meadows and artificial water reservoirs (gravel pits) also. There are small areas of pit bog habitats and mud plant assemblages also, which are very rare in this division. Occurring here:

· 11 types of habitats listed on Annex I of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 19 species of bird listed on Annex I of Council directive 79/409/EEC;

· 15 regularly migratory birds not listed on Annex I;

· 3 species from Annex II of Coucil directive 92/43/ECC;

· 6 species from Polish Red List of Endangered or Vulnerable higher plants,;

· 18 species listed on international conventions (Annex IV of 92/43/ECC, Bern);

· 44 species of plants and animals protected by law in Poland or locally rare.

4.2. QUALITY AND IMPORTANCE:

The proposed site substantially contributes to the survival of many regionally threatened species (listed in p. 3.3.). The site consists of some nationally and regionally important habitat types and contributes to high biodiversity ratio, especially in comparison to the surrounding areas. It is the most important and most valuable area between the Łężczak and the Grądy Odrzańskie sites.
