4. SITE DESCRIPTION

4.1. GENERAL SITE CHARACTER:

Odra river valley nearby the southest part of Opole city. The site contains riverside carrs, broad-leaved forests of Galio-Carpinetum, ox-bows and wet meadows with interesting and good preserved fauna and flora.  The most important part of the cite is the Wyspa Bolko, area of projected Zespół Przyrodniczo Krajobrazowy (Landscape-Nature Protected Complex).

Here occurred:

· 5 types of habitats listed on Annex I of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 13 species of bird listed on Annex I of Council directive 79/409/EEC;

· 15 regularly migratory birds not listed on Annex I;

· 2 species of animals listed on Annex II of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 3 species from Polish Red List of Endangered or Vulnerable higher plants,;

· 16 species listed on international conventions (Annex IV of 92/43/ECC, Bern);

· 19 species of plants, fungi and animals protected in Poland by law or locally rare.

4.2. QUALITY AND IMPORTANCE:

The proposed site substantially contributes to the survival of many nationally and regionally threatened species (listed in p. 3.3.). The site consists of some nationally and regionally important habitat types and contributes to high biodiversity ratio, especially in comparison to the surrounding areas.
